To be eligible for consideration, a completed application (see application for full requirements) must be received by March 15, 2012.


The Claude Mickle Family Scholarship 

The Claude Mickle Family Scholarship program provides financial assistance to a qualifying African American male student who attends an accredited college or university located in the United States. Students who are enrolled in graduate or professional studies may also qualify if matriculating at an Ivy League University or the University of Michigan. This award is intended to encourage academic excellence and completion of bachelor and professional degree requirements.
On June 3, 2012, the family will provide one outstanding individual with a $1,250 scholarship to be used for their Fall college enrollment. The award is renewable for an additional year of study provided satisfactory scholastic progress is maintained. The award will be sent directly to the school for credit to the student’s account. To be eligible for consideration, a completed application (see application for full requirements) must be received by March 15, 2012.
Eligibility requirements include: 

1. Applicant must be enrolled full time (12 credits) at an accredited school. Professional and graduate students may meet requirements if matriculating at institutions stipulated in foregoing. 
2. Applicant must have maintained an overall and major GPA of at least 3.0 on a 4.0 scale. 
3. Applicant must have Junior Year standing or higher in credits earned. Graduate and Professional students may also apply. 
4. Student must document declared major in one of the following areas of study: Science, Technology, Engineering and or Mathematics. 

Leonard and Ellen Sloan Scholarship    

On June 3, 2012, Leonard and Ellen Sloan will provide one outstanding individual with a $1,000 scholarship to be used for his Fall college enrollment. We seek to recognize an exceptional African-American male who is a graduating high school senior who possesses the characteristics of our Alpha Brother’s, Dr. Martin L. King Jr., Justice Thurgood Marshall, and Olympian Jesse Owens. To be eligible for consideration, a completed application (see application for full requirements) must be received by March 15, 2012.

Eligibility requirements include:
1. Scholarship, 3.0 GPA or better, advance placement courses, honor roll, and academic awards
2. Leadership, held in groups, clubs and or sports teams
3. Community, involvement with community and civic groups/efforts
4. Financial need, total cost of attendance
5. Essay, grammar, content, response to the essay question, length of essay (500 words) minimum 
Book Awards (Both of these book awards are for high school seniors.)
$500 Donnell and Leah Sheppard book award is for an African American student that is attending either Temple University or Syracuse University majoring in either Engineering or Journalism.
$200 General book award is based on leadership ability as determined from leadership roles and positions held. We will also consider the essay and recommendations. 
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        The Claude Mickle Book Award, for $250, will be offered to two (2) qualifying male high school seniors who will attend a HBCU in Fall 2012, maintain an overall GPA of at least 3.0 and will major in one of the areas of study listed in the requirement above.
